Studio Series speakrs can be installed with back b@s in oder to reduce sound tansmission imd adjacent
rooms or b satisfy any local statoty building egulations. If back bres are to be used they must be installed
within the walls and ceilings befethe diywall (plastrboad) is aied to the studs or joists. Adirnatively, the
existing dywall (plagtrboad) aound each spealer installation position may bemoved b enable a back ba to
be installed, andeinstaed following back ba installation. &ther information on Dynaudio back kes can be
found at dynaudio.com.

Generic back bxes from alernative manufactars can be used, or back bges may be construatd on sie. In
either case, Sudio Series speakrs requie a 22 Lite (0.8 ft3) minimum back bg volume in oder o reach their
full audio peformance poential.
